First Baptist Church Historical Marker Dedication Ceremony

FIRST BAPTIST CHURCH

The Rev. George Washington Holland organized
First Baptist Church, the first African-American
Baptist church in Winston. On July 23, 1879, the
congregation purchased property on this corner
from the United Brethren of Salem, dedicating a
wooden church that fronted on Chestnut Street
in 1882. In 1886. Miss Addie C. Morris founded

the citys first grammar school for African
Americans in the church basement. In 1897,
construction began on a larger brick sanctuary

rith impressive stained glass windows and a 90
{ steeple. This church, facing Sixth Street,

dedicated on July 27. 1902. In 1955, the
church relocated to Highland Avenue.
