40. PRAYER
New Testament: 1 Thess. 5:16-18; Mt. 21:22; Jas. 5:16; Lk. 18:7-8; Mt. 6:6-13

Rejoice always, pray without ceasing, give thanks in all
circumstances; for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus for you.

Whatever you ask for in prayer with faith, you will receive.

Therefore confess your sins to one another, and pray for one
another, so that you may be healed. The prayer of the righteous is
powerful and effective.

And will not God grant justice to his chosen ones who cry to
him day and night? Will he delay long in helping them? I tell
you, he will quickly grant justice to them. And yet, when the
son of Man comes, will he find faith on earth?

But whenever you pray, go into your room and shut the door and
pray to your Father who is in secret; and your Father who sees in
secret will reward you.

When you are praying, do not heap up empty phrases as the
Gentiles do; for they think that they will be heard because of
their many words. Do not be like them, for your Father
knows what you need before you ask him.

Pray then in this way:

Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your name. Your
kingdom come. Your will be done, on earth as it is in heaven.
Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us our debts,
as we also have forgiven our debtors. And do not bring us to
the time of trial, but rescue us from the evil one.
