We wield the 
weapons of righteousness in right hand and 
left. Honor and dishonor, praise and blame, are 
alike our lot: we are the impostors who speak 
the truth, the unknown ones whom everyone 
knows; dying we still live on; disciplined by 
suffering, we are  not done to death; in our 
sorrows we have always cause for joy; poor 
ourselves, we bring wealth to many; penniless, 
we own the world."
